July21st - Wednesday - Phoenix to Banff, Alberta.

We will depart from Phoenix and fly to Calgary (flight itinerary will be available one month prior to departure; we are
planning direct flights in both directions).

July 30th — Friday — Police Outpost Park and Chéateau Isabella Relaxation
